list of works Blake produced or may have produced in Felpham. 

A full list is not straightforward to make because of the ways the various catalogues of different aspects of his works are organised, but what I have done is gone through the list of Biblical watercolours which were produced between 1800 and 1806 and list below those either firmly or speculatively dated to the Felpham period. 

Another group of works are the various engraving projects for Hayley, which are easily identifiable from dates in the Blake Archive: http://www.blakearchive.org/blake/indexworks.htm Some of those from memory are in the collection at the Records Office (I think I mentioned that the Cathedral library also has some Hayley books, though I'm not sure what their loaning policy is)

Also, the 'Thomas/Huntington' set of illustrations to Comus are c.1801 (B527), mentioned in correspondence between Hayley and Flaxman 
These could be a possible inspiration for some kind of event -- a reading of Comus for example (and a projector could show Blake's designs)

[bookmark: _GoBack]And of the course the 18 ‘Heads of Poets’ for Hayley’s library (now at Manchester Art Gallery). 

There may well be other things but it would take me a long time to go through the catalogues. 

So, the biblical watercolours (in bold are those definitely dated, the others are speculative as in Martin Butlin's catalogue raisonne):

B495 The Soldiers Casting Lots for Christ's Garments (1800) (Fitzwilliam) -- this is a firm date because Blake dated it, but there isn't evidence of when in 1800 it was made

B511 The Death of St Joseph (1803) (NGA) -- mentioned in the above letter

B524 He Cast him into the Bottomless Pit, and Shut him Up (c.1800)
